1. Prepare a 9-inch square pan by lightly buttering it or lining it with parchment paper.

2. In heavy 2 to 3-quart saucepan, melt butter over medium heat. Add sugar and spices: thoroughly blend

3. Add comn syrup, sweetened condensed milk, and persimmon pulp ~ stiming well after each addition.
